Monday, November 14th: Beginning of the Nativity Fast

Here’s what most people think that the parish council, their role is: to employ the priest …, manage the finances; set policy; control the laity, believe it or not.

Here’s the true role of the parish council: assist the priest. You know, I don’t want to run everything. Sorry to tell people that. I don’t have enough time in the day to be the total administrator and do-all of St. Michael’s Church. And sometimes I feel like I am, but I need people to help me. I need someone who can take our finances and be transparent with them and do the books correctly and be there when we need something. I need someone to take care of buildings and grounds, someone to teach my church school, someone to direct the choir.

That’s the true role right there: stewards of God’s property. We think we know… We have a terrible understanding of being a good parish. Stewards mean that it’s God’s church. No matter how much money we put into a church, it’s his church, and we’re the caretaker. We’re the caretaker; we’re not the owner, because when we get that ownership attitude, then not all people are equal. 

Provide for programs essential to the real business of the church. Too many people say, “Well, I’m working for the church, Father.” There’s a difference between “working for the church” and “doing the Church’s work.” Someone who’s rolling cabbage during vespers is not working for the Church. When there’s service… One of my biggest rules there was: if there’s a church service going on, nothing else goes on. You had people want to set up the hall, people want to cook, people want to get ready for someone’s marriage. No. Go to church. You’ll find time. It’s called priority.

Follow the policy of the church. The Gospel and holy canons are our guide. That’s why our churches had to be run like churches, not corporations, not country clubs. We have too many churches that are clubs. Just drive down the street. I’m not talking Orthodox churches alone, but just drive down the street. I passed by a church the other day, and on the sign outside, it said, “Come in for our coffee hour. We have latté.” Latté!? Or: “We have gymnastics.” Christian gymnastics. What could be so Christian about gymnastics? I’m thinking in my head, “I’d probably curse more if I was doing aerobics.”

Galatians 6:11-18 (Epistle)
See with what large letters I have written to you with my own hand! As many as desire to make a good showing in the flesh, these would compel you to be circumcised, only that they may not suffer persecution for the cross of Christ. For not even those who are circumcised keep the law, but they desire to have you circumcised that they may boast in your flesh. 
But God forbid that I should boast except in the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ, by whom the world has been crucified to me, and I to the world. For in Christ Jesus neither circumcision nor uncircumcision avails anything, but a new creation. And as many as walk according to this rule, peace and mercy be upon them, and upon the Israel of God. 
From now on let no one trouble me, for I bear in my body the marks of the Lord Jesus. Brethren, the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with your spirit. Amen.
Luke 10:25-37 (Gospel)
And behold, a certain lawyer stood up and tested Him, saying, "Teacher, what shall I do to inherit eternal life?" He said to him, "What is written in the law? What is your reading of it?" So he answered and said, "'You shall love the LORD your God with all your heart, with all your soul, with all your strength, and with all your mind,' and 'your neighbor as yourself.' " And He said to him, "You have answered rightly; do this and you will live." 
But he, wanting to justify himself, said to Jesus, "And who is my neighbor?" Then Jesus answered and said: "A certain man went down from Jerusalem to Jericho, and fell among thieves, who stripped him of his clothing, wounded him, and departed, leaving him half dead. Now by chance a certain priest came down that road. And when he saw him, he passed by on the other side. Likewise a Levite, when he arrived at the place, came and looked, and passed by on the other side. 
But a certain Samaritan, as he journeyed, came where he was. And when he saw him, he had compassion. So he went to him and bandaged his wounds, pouring on oil and wine; and he set him on his own animal, brought him to an inn, and took care of him. On the next day, when he departed, he took out two denarii, gave them to the innkeeper, and said to him, 'Take care of him; and whatever more you spend, when I come again, I will repay you.' 
So which of these three do you think was neighbor to him who fell among the thieves? And he said, "He who showed mercy on him." Then Jesus said to him, "Go and do likewise."
