This year the Holy Synod of Bishops adopted and issued a revised Church policy document called the Policies, Standards, and Procedures of the Orthodox Church in America on Sexual Misconduct, or PSP.  Every OCA parish is required to adopt this document, and to abide by the policies, standards, and procedures contained in it, and St. Michael’s parish council has done so.

Complying with the PSP will have a significant and necessary impact on our parish family.
· All those in Holy Orders, and all Youth Volunteers and other laypersons who have more than incidental contact with children in the course of their work in the Church, will be required to undergo a set of background checks every three years.

· All parish council members will also be required to undergo background checks.

· All other persons filling leadership roles in the parish not included in the previous categories, including, but not limited to, choir directors, greeters, catechists, and altar servers, will be required to undergo a smaller set of background checks. 

These background checks will be requested by, and paid for by, St. Michael’s Parish. In addition, all youth workers will be required to complete Sexual Abuse Prevention Training.
