Luke 8:41-56 (Gospel) 

And behold, there came a man named Jairus, and he was a ruler of the synagogue. And he fell down at Jesus’ feet and begged Him to come to his house, for he had an only daughter about twelve years of age, and she was dying. But as He went, the multitudes thronged Him. Now a woman, having a flow of blood for twelve years, who had spent all her livelihood on physicians and could not be healed by any, came from behind and touched the border of His garment. And immediately her flow of blood stopped. And Jesus said, “Who touched Me?” When all denied it, Peter and those with him said, “Master, the multitudes throng and press You, and You say, ‘Who touched Me?’ “  But Jesus said, “Somebody touched Me, for I perceived power going out from Me.” Now when the woman saw that she was not hidden, she came trembling; and falling down before Him, she declared to Him in the presence of all the people the reason she had touched Him and how she was healed immediately. 

And He said to her, “Daughter, be of good cheer; your faith has made you well. Go in peace.” While He was still speaking, someone came from the ruler of the synagogue’s house, saying to him, “Your daughter is dead. Do not trouble the Teacher.”  But when Jesus heard it, He answered him, saying, “Do not be afraid; only believe, and she will be made well.” When He came into the house, He permitted no one to go in except Peter, James, and John, and the father and mother of the girl. Now all wept and mourned for her; but He said, “Do not weep; she is not dead, but sleeping.” And they ridiculed Him, knowing that she was dead. But He put them all outside, took her by the hand and called, saying, “Little girl, arise.” Then her spirit returned, and she arose immediately. And He commanded that she be given something to eat. And her parents were astonished, but He charged them to tell no one what had happened.

Sinai Librarian to speak on “Manuscripts East and West”

Archimandrite Justin Sinaites, Librarian at the Monastery of Saint Catherine at Mount Sinai on the Sinai Peninsula, will deliver a lecture titled “Manuscripts East and West” at Villanova University on Wednesday, November 19, 2014 at 7:00 p.m.  The lecture will be held in the Villanova Room of Connelly Center, 800 East Lancaster Avenue, Villanova, PA. On Friday, November 21, Father Justin will speak on “The Tabernacle in the Wilderness: Sinai as Past and Future Hope,” at the Metropolitan Museum of the Orthodox Church in America at Saint Tikhon’s Monastery, South Canaan, PA.  The lecture will begin at 7:30 p.m.  Father Justin will deliver a third lecture—“Monasticism from the Desert Fathers”—after the 10:00 a.m. Divine Liturgy at Saint Herman of Alaska Church, 1855 Middletown Road, Gradyville, PA on Sunday, November 23, the Feast of the Great Martyr Catherine of Alexandria.  The lecture will be delivered in the parish’s Memorial Hall. All three presentations are free of charge and open to the public. Established in the mid-sixth century, the Monastery of Saint Catherine is well known for its collection of early Church manuscripts—the largest in the world, second only to the Vatican.  Father Justin’s duties include photographing the 1,200 manuscripts discovered in 1975 in a hidden compartment at the monastery.  With this discovery, the monastery’s manuscript holdings were increased to 3,300.
